We are happy to have you as a student in the Casper College Adult Basic 

Education/GED® Center program and Literacy Volunteers of Casper.

Overview
We offer instruction to out of school adults, 16 years old and older, who need to 

improve their basic reading, writing, and math in order to reach their educational and 
employment goals. We also provide services to speakers of other languages.

Adult Basic Education/GED Center
Our main program is located in the Casper College Werner Technical Center, Room 

125. Students may enter our program anytime during the regular school year. All 
services are free and open to the public.

Program Outreach
Our program serves students outside of the Casper College site. We serve students 

at the Even Start Family Literacy program, and one location in Casper for English as a 
Second Language. 

Literacy Volunteers of Casper
Literacy Volunteers of Casper is an accredited affi liate of ProLiteracy America, the 

largest volunteer tutor organization in the United States. Volunteers are recruited, 
trained and placed with students who need extra help in basic skills. Students and 
their tutors meet in approved public locations in the community for their sessions. 
Program rules will be discussed before placement with a tutor.

Assessments
A variety of assessments are given in order to fi nd out what each student needs 

to learn. Most students fi nish their assessments within a two hour period. After the 
assessments are scored and it is determined that the student could benefi t from the 
academic program Casper College offers, the student is placed with a tutor. The 
assessment results and the student’s goals determine the books a student will use.

Matching Procedure
A tutor will be chosen for you based on a number of factors. We will try to fi nd a 

tutor for you who share your interests and hobbies. We also try to fi nd a tutor whose 
schedule fi ts your scheduling needs.
