STATEMENT CONCERNING THE SCHOLARSHIP: The Casper Branch of AAUW will provide aid in the amount of $1000.00   to a woman applicant who has completed 24 hours toward a two-year degree at Casper College.  The scholarship will be awarded upon the basis of academic standing and financial need.  The scholarship recipient may reapply and receive up to two years of aid, based upon eligibility and achievement. 

Candidate criteria:

1. Candidate must have completed 24 hours by the end of the current academic year.

2. Be accepted as a full-time student (12 credits) for the next school year at Casper College.

3. Be a U.S. citizen on the date the application is filed.

4. Be a resident of the State of Wyoming

Application Requirements:

1. Submit a transcript, with the application, containing the applicant’s grade from the previous semester or quarters.

2. Include a recommendation from a person, not related to the applicant, who is familiar with the applicant through college, employment, or community work.

3. Submit, with the application, a statement of not more than 200 words outlining her career goals and financial need.

4. Complete the application and return it to the Casper College Financial Assistance Office: Priority Deadline is March 2, no application taken later than April 15.

Selection Process:

A committee of Casper Branch members will make the selection based upon motivation and desire, financial need, grads, and contributions to the school and community.

Preference will be given to a displaced homemaker or re-entry woman student.   Experience in working with girl’s or women’s issues will be considered favorably in choosing a recipient.

Scholarship Distribution:

Funds will be disbursed to the recipient’s student fund at the Casper College Business Office after the recipient has registered for classes.  Half the award will be distributed at the beginning of the fall semester and the other half at the beginning of the spring semester.
