If eligible Chugwater students are not found, then students graduating from Wheatland High School, then Glendo High School, then Guernsey-Sunrise High School will be considered for the scholarship.  Applicants must have a cumulative high school G.P.A. of 2.50 or higher to be considered.  To retain the scholarship for the spring semester, the recipients must maintain a college G.P.A. of 2.50 with twelve credit hours earned for the fall semester.  Recipients must apply again in the spring to be considered for the next year.   A maximum of four semesters can be awarded.  There is no stipulation regarding major.   Applicants are required to state the academic goals they are pursuing.
