So, 
we were able to give this family the opportunity 
to have a wonderful Christmas holiday without 
worrying about finances, and that made us all 
feel proud to do this for a deserving family.

On the side of fund-raising, some of our 
members worked at the Casper Events Center 
during the motor-cross event. They did very 
well. We also have had great success with 
the sales of our nursing items such as the gel 
scrubs, clipboards, and t-shirts!

This semester we have big plans! We are 
sending 10 people to the National Student 
Nurses Association Conference in Orlando. 
We held a bake sale at Mountain View 
Regional Hospital the end of February, and a 

50/50 raffle that ended mid-March – the 
money raised will help with funding the trip in 
April.

We are also going to start serving brunch 
one Saturday a month at the rescue mission 
until the end of the semester. We also decided 
we will be taking blood pressures and referring 
people to facilities if there is need for further 
evaluation.

All in all, this has been an awesome year for 
the SNA! I am so proud of all the support from 
both students and faculty this year!
