In 
keeping with the 
tradition of Scots 
and expat Scots 
the world over 
OLLI at Casper 
College honored the 
immortal memory 
of the Scottish national poet, Robert Burns on the occasion of his 249th birthday.

! e  sold-out event began with a scotch tasting led by Rob MacDonald of Elixers. 
Rob guided the intrepid tasters through the steps of tasting four di" erent scotches using 
the four senses of touch, taste, sight, and smell.

After the scotch tasting, bagpiper Paul Marquard escorted diners into the banquet 
room, which was decked out in traditional Scottish style with Scottish thistle  ̄ower 
arrangements and other rustic decorations. Honored guest, Tom Arnold read a letter from 
the Galashiels Robert Burns Club, in Galashiels, Scotland congratulating OLLI at Casper 
College for hosting Casper's ® rst ever organized/public/formal Robert Burns Dinner.

Chairman of the Dinner, Robert Barnes skillfully directed the rest of the evening with 
toasts, a commentary about Burn's life and times, and humorous asides to members of 

the audience. Honored guest Laura Driscoll 
recited a toast to the lads as a rebuttal to 
Barne's toast to the lassies.

During the serving of the haggis 
Honored Guest Bill Edwards read selections 
of Burn's poetry. Honored Guest Reverend 
Lynn Williamson blessed the haggis by 
reciting the Selkirk Grace, a well-known 
prayer written by Burns.

! e  musical highlight of the evening 
was music provided by Anastasia's Fault, a 
® ve piece family band who played selections 
of Celtic and bluegrass music. Another 
unexpected highlight of the evening was the 

spontaneous toasts given by several of the OLLIs; some funny, others quite moving.

will celebrate the 250th anniversary of Robert Burn's birth in the same traditional style 
as we did this year.
