Take advantage of a special opportunity to purchase 
wood-fired ceramics created by Jim Brashear, whose 
works are now on display in the Goodstein Gallery. Wood 
firing is a process thousands of years old, primarily 
inspired from Chinese and Japanese traditions. The pots 
are decorated almost exclusively from the firing process, 
where ash gets deposited on the ware during the long 
firing, which usually takes three up to six or seven days. 
All of Jim Brashear’s work in the gallery is wood fired 
and for sale ranging from $90 to $320 for large intricate 
jar forms. The show will be up until the first week of June 
and anyone interested can contact Mike Olson, Casper 
College ceramics instructor, for further information at 268-
2509 or molson@caspercollege.edu.

Tech Tip – The Summary View: A different Look at Your 
Mailbox 
 
The Summary View in GroupWise is an alternative to the 

normal column view. On the first line you 
will see the Subject and on the second 
line you will see the Sender and the Date 
Sent. This feature is enabled by using one 
of these two methods.<br>In the folder 
view, right-click on the Subject or Date 
columns of an item and select View 
Summary or from the main menu, select 
View > Display Settings > Summary. This 
might be less useful in the normal folder 
view, but if you use the Home View you 
might like the way it looks within a panel 
better than the column view.
