Employment Opportunities
The increasing clinical emphasis of pharmacists’ responsibilities, 

the increasing pharmacy workload due to our aging population, and 
the increased need to control healthcare costs make the employment 
outlook for well-trained pharmacy technicians very good.  In 2004, 
there were 285,000 technician jobs nationwide. By 2016, the projected 
number of jobs will be 376,000, a 32 percent increase. 

Pharmacy technicians are employed in hospital pharmacies, 
community pharmacies, drug stores, pharmacy departments within 
grocery and discount stores, long-term care facilities, home healthcare 
agencies, and in mail-order prescription pharmacies. In addition, 
some pharmacy technicians are employed in nontraditional settings 
by medical insurance of! ces, drug wholesale and pharmaceutical 
companies, and in education.

Casper College offers two options 
for students interested in assisting 
pharmacists in health care agencies 
and retail settings – the pharmacy 
technician certi• cate program and 
the associate of science in pharmacy 
technology degree program. Both of 
these are limited enrollment programs 
with admission requirements in addition 
to those required for all Casper College 
students. The pharmacy technician 
certi• cate program is an educational 
offering designed to prepare students 
for entry-level employment as 
pharmacy technicians. The associate 
degree program is offered as an option 

for students who wish to pursue an 
academic program comprised of 
general education courses as well 
as pharmacy technician basics. 
The associate’s degree also offers 
options to students who plan to use 
the degree as the foundation for 
further education. The program strives 
to balance technical training and 
classroom instruction in order to impart 
the knowledge and skills necessary to 
meet the needs and goals established 
by the pharmacy profession. While in 
this program, students will spend 360 
hours in a pharmacy.
