	Course Description: 

Painting I: The fundamentals which will be covered are: Control of the center of focus through composition, atmospheric perspective, value and color; the proper use of materials; the development of proper techniques and expression.

Painting II: will cover the same material and will go into depth on concept, expression and the sketch, its function in the process and formation of the finished painting.

Painting III & IV: Advanced students must complete a proposal for what they want from the class. Advanced students are not restricted by size or medium or the number of paintings they wish to complete, but they must justify to me their reasons behind their decisions. Please refer to the proposal guidelines in regard to this information.



	

	Statement of Prerequisites: Chronological Prerequisites depending on the class. 

	

	Goal: Painting students will acquire and utilize painting methods and techniques to facilitate the creation of professional level art work. 



	

	Outcomes: The student is expected to understand and develop the following.  Outcomes assessment will be based upon attainment of these criteria.

· technical competence with the mediums of oil paint;

· a variety of painting study methods and an ability to apply them to various painting problems;

· an ability to control the form of an individual object through the relationship of  its internal parts;

· an ability to relate individual objects in composition through methods of cropping and assemblage;

· form in both line and tone/value and color;

· a vocabulary of art terminology;

· a substantial portfolio of quality paintings;



	

	Methodology: In-class Paintings:

Painting I & II Students will complete a series of in class painting assignments and a series of homework assignments. We will also critique paintings on each due date. 

Painting III & IV Students will draft a proposal based on their own interests as painters and will critique with the painting I & II Students. Once the proposal has ben properly drafted and edited according to instructor discretion, it will become the benchmark for their grade and progress. 



	

	Evaluation Criteria: Evaluation Criteria:

Grades are based primarily on quality of work in terms of comparison to professional standards and improvement. Each project will be graded by number according to the following equation:

90-100 A, 80-89 B, 70-79 C, 60-69 D, 59 or below F. 

If a low grade is received for a project, it may be done over or corrected with the potentially higher grade replacing the original grade. Re-dos must be completed within one week or the original grade remains. Re-dos should be labeled “re-do.”

Sketchbooks: 

Each student (Painting I-IV) is expected to keep a sketchbook and will turn it in with your portfolio during mid terms and finals. Treat the sketchbook as your most reliable creative outlet. Use it as a journal. Use it to keep images you like in it. Use it for drawing and sketching. Make it your new best friend. Neglected sketchbooks will negatively affect your grade. More quantitatively, you should do AT LEAST 2 developed sketches in your sketchbook a week.

#1: Two black and white value paintings & value scale

#2: Copy a Master painting

#3: Make your own stretcher, & painting

#4: Spiritual still life

#5: Multiple space

#6: Abstraction

#7: Copy a Master painting portrait

#8: Self portrait

Note: You may expect at least a solid three hours of homework a week, but you may need to put in more. I will always give you at least 1 week for the assignment so use your time wisely. On occasion you may have to come to the painting studio to do homework and paint from a class set-up.



	

	Materials:

 1 Sketchbook

Drawing Board

     1/8” or 1/4” Tempered Masonite

     22”x 25” to 23”x 32”

Palette: 

You can use a few things for your palette. If you want, you can buy the disposable palettes, or you can use a 16” x 20” minimum sheet of masonite that has been gessoed and sanded. The disposable palettes are Ok, but you will be able to mix better on a rigid surface. 

Paint:

Oil paint varies in quality. You can purchase the Windsor & Newton Winton Brand of paint. It is about the cheapest you can buy. It works well, but the tubes will not last as long as higher grade paint. 

If this is your first painting class, or if you have never used oils, I suggest that you purchase the Winton brand.

Brushes:

6 Hog hair Brushes or heavy Bristle Brushes. 

2-3 sable brushes for glazes and blending. 

A large brush for gessoing canvas.

Palette Knives:

At least 2 palette knives

Stretcher bars:

Students will need to purchase one 1” X 3” X 6” piece of clear pine, select pine or poplar and 6” of quarter round to make stretcher bars. 

Canvas: (Building your own canvas is optional for painting III and IV students.)

One yard of unprimed 12 oz. Cotton duck. 

One gallon of Acrylic gesso: Economy grade or Artist grade.

You will also need rags. Old t-shirts or canvas trimmings work well or you can use Bounty paper towels. You will also need to purchase a clamp light and lightbulbs for lighting still lives and other subjects.

You will also need to purchase odorless paint thinner or mineral spirits. Do not buy the regular stuff as it still has a noxious odor. You can also buy Turpenoid or Turpenoid natural. 

You will also need  at least 2 jars about the size of pickle jars. 

Medium Grit sandpaper, and a razor scraper for scraping your palette
