	Course Description:
To be taken concurrent with ZOO 2040 Human Anatomy.  (Cross-listed at UW as KIN 2041).
ZOO 2040 - This course is designed to give students a hands-on experience with the microscopic and macroscopic elements of human anatomy.  Topics covered include human anatomical principles ranging from the cellular to the organ system level.  This course is intended to provide students with a solid anatomical background, which may be used to assign in learning human physiology. (This course must be combined with ZOO 2041 and ZOO 2110 in order to fulfill an anatomy and physiology requirement. *NOTE:  a maximum of 8 credit hours in an Anatomy and Physiology course sequence may be applied toward graduation.)  (Cross listed at UW as KIN 2040.)

	Goal: To present the student with a sound foundation of anatomical structures and human body organization. 

	

	Outcomes: 

After the successful completion of this course the student will be able describe/identify:
1. The organization of the human body.
2. Cellular structures and specific tissue types of the human body.
3. Integument organization and structures.

4. Characteristics and organization of bone tissue.
5. The components of the muscular system.

6. The major components of the nervous system.

7. The general organization of the endocrine system.

8. Basic structures of special sensory organs.

9. Specific circulatory and respiratory structures.

10. General organization of the digestive system.

11. General organization of the urinary system.

12. General reproductive anatomy.

Methodology: 

This is a lecture/lab course.   You are required to attend both components in order to receive a passing grade in the course.
Required Text, Readings, and Materials:  
Laboratory text: Wise, Eric. Human Anatomy Laboratory Manual. 2nd Ed. The McGraw-Hill Companies, 2008.
Lab handouts will be provided each week by the instructor. 
When applicable human donors will be used to illustrate specific concepts.

I can learn just as much from you as you can from me.  If at any time I cannot answer your questions, I know where to look to find the answer.  The human body is an amazing piece of machinery and I hope to present the material in such a way that sparks your interest and excitement.     
Evaluation Criteria: 

Your progress in this course will be evaluated by laboratory examinations and laboratory quizzes.  It will be necessary for you to complete the assigned reading for both the laboratory portion of this course.  Laboratory exams will be of a practical nature.  Your grade in the course will be figured by adding the total points earned on both lecture and laboratory exams, and calculating this total as a percentage of the total points possible for the course.  The instructor may choose to incorporate quizzes into the course in order to improve retention of the material.  In any of the aforementioned scenarios, the points from assignments and/or quizzes would be added to the point total of the course.

Examination Policy:

There will be NO MAKE-UP EXAMS in this course.  Exam dates listed on this syllabus are tentative and subject to change.  The instructor will notify you at least 2 lab sessions ahead of time if a change is to be made to the exam schedule.  It is your responsibility to check your personal schedule with ALL exam dates upon receipt of this document and to notify the instructor in advance of the scheduled time if there is a conflict.
