Prerequisites: None

Course Description:

This course presents basic drawing concepts which can benefit other visual art disciplines and/or serve as a foundation for drawing itself as a major discipline.

General Objectives:

A meaningful personal response to the subject of drawing is emphasized, the ultimate goal being a confident involvement with drawing study patterns and techniques.

Outcomes:
The student is expected to understand and develop the following.  Outcomes assessment will be based upon attainment of these criteria.

· technical competence with the mediums of graphite and charcoal;

· a variety of drawing study methods and an ability to apply them to various drawing problems;

· an ability to control the form of an individual object through the relationship of  its internal parts;

· an ability to relate individual objects in composition through methods of cropping and assemblage;

· form in both line and tone/value;

· a vocabulary of art terminology;

· a substantial portfolio of quality drawings;

· matting and mounting techniques.

In-class Projects:

Projects are designed to develop control of the form of both the individual object and objects in composition and are supplemented by discussions, examples, demonstrations and individual critiques. Either student or instructor can arrange outside-class critiques at any time. Projects done in class should be turned in at the end of the class period for grading unless otherwise indicated by the instructor. Each sheet should be identified with the student’s full name, date and project number (in parentheses) in the lower right-hand corner (as determined by an upright image).  For example:      John Smith
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In-class Projects cont.   
Projects are then  submitted in a folded sheet of Aquabee with the student’s full name on the front. Projects not properly identified will be returned ungraded. If I can figure out whose project it is, what number it is etc. I will keep a grade in my records.  If you want to know what your grade is identify the work properly!

Outside-class Projects:

In addition to in-class projects, eight outside-class projects are to be completed during the semester. Subjects, techniques, methods and materials are required as described. Time involvement for each project may vary but should be somewhere between two and three hours. Two-part projects will be given one project grade. All outside-class projects should be done from life unless otherwise indicated. Do not work from photographs or other artists’ work unless instructed to do so. Projects should be turned in on appropriate due dates and should be identified in the same manner as in-class projects. Projects not properly identified will be returned ungraded. Four outside-class projects will be due before mid-term and four after on dates specified.

Conservation and Presentation of Drawings:

One class period will be used to study matting and mounting techniques. Students are required to mat two drawings during the week of this presentation.

Evaluation Criteria:

Grades are based primarily on quality of work in terms of comparison to professional standards and improvement. Each project will be graded by number according to the following equation:

90-100 A, 80-89 B, 70-79 C, 60-69 D, 59 or below F. 

If a low grade is received for a project, it may be done over or corrected with the potentially higher grade replacing the original grade. Re-dos must be completed within one week or the original grade remains. Re-dos should be labeled “re-do.”

The mid-term grade is determined by averaging number grades for pre mid-term in-class projects plus number grades for pre mid-term outside-class projects plus consideration of additional grading factors as listed below.  The final grade is determined by averaging number grades for all in-class projects and all outside class projects plus a review by the instructor of all work produced to the final date and submitted in a final portfolio plus consideration of additional grading factors as listed below. Refer to “Final Portfolio” for presentation sequence. Missing or incomplete projects will be factored as 0 as well as subject the final grade to “point 2., Additional Grading Factors.”

Additional Grading Factors (Discipline):

1. It is expected that projects be turned in completed and on the due date. Each class period a project is late will lower the grade by 10 points.

Additional Grading Factors (Discipline) cont.

   2. Since part of the final grade involves consideration of a final portfolio containing all work produced during the semester, it is expected that all projects appear in the final portfolio in a completed form even though they may not have received a grade during the semester. Two projects missing or incomplete in the final portfolio will lower the grade by one letter; three projects missing or incomplete will lower the grade by two letters; four projects missing or incomplete will result in failure of the course.
   3. The Casper College catalogue states that  “students are expected to attend all classes for which they are registered, are accountable for all class work during an absence and that excessive absences may result in a lower grade.”  In this class more than three absences is considered excessive.   Five absences will result in a grade no higher than D.
  4. Class begins promptly on the hour. Instructions will not be repeated by the instructor for late arrivals. Tardiness will affect the final grade.
  5. Breaks are generally ten minutes on the hour.

  6. Clean-up will begin twenty minutes before the end of the final hour.  Class is over ten minutes before the end of the final hour.

  7. Social conversation is not permitted.  Drawing is a visual discipline, not a verbal one. Talking invariably affects the quality of your visual study and the study of those around you.  If you have the habit, kick it. Talking will affect the final grade.

  8. CD players, iPods, cell phones, etc. are not allowed in class.

  9. Methods of study will be thoroughly discussed and should be followed to gain the maximum from this course.  Students will be held responsible for their work ethic.
“Additional Grading Factors” will be followed to the letter!  Equity rules!

        (Both parts of two-part projects must be completed and submitted together.  Do not submit them one at a time.)

        Subject A: 3/4 Life-size, mirror-image, self-portrait to include a thorough study of     hair

        Method: Line edge contour: blind, look or combination

        Subject A: Life-size artist’s hand holding a transparent drinking glass in front of a   patterned background in such a way as to show the background through the glass

        Material: 2-B graphite.  No erasers

        Subject B: Any three objects.

        Material: Graphite range 2B- 6B/Newsprint

        Method: For each of the three different objects do the following gesture studies: 

1. Five seconds, 2. Ten seconds, 3. Fifteen seconds, 4. Thirty seconds, 5. One minute, 

6. Two minutes, 7. Five minutes, 8. Ten minutes. (Subject B consists of a total of 24 drawings done in just under an hour.)

(25) Due Date:                (Both A and B)

        Subject A: 3/4 view of an automobile incorporating correct elliptical and 2 point linear perspective. Show the whole vehicle

        Subject B: A rectilinear piece of furniture with an ellipse object sitting on it, for example: a table lamp on a chair or a flowerpot on a table. Show the whole piece of furniture.

        Material: (A & B) Graphite

        Method: (A & B)  Free-hand line. No rulers or straight edges.

(26) Due Date:                (Both A and B)

        Subject A: One point perspective room interior (from life) incorporating lines indicating juncture of floor, walls and ceiling plus several major pieces of furniture

        Subject B: Two-point perspective house exterior (from life). Eliminate minor details.

        Material: (A & B) Graphite

        Method: (A & B) Free-hand line. No rulers or straight edges.  Small details not necessary

 (27) Due Date:

        Subject: Life-size apple on a small section of crumpled drape of different value.

        Material: Graphite/Aquabee

        Method: Refined tonal modeling with attention to the components of highlight, transition values, darkest dark, reflected light and cast shadow

(28) Due Date:                (Both Items)              

        Subject: Two landscape items, for example, a dead tree trunk and a rock, which are heavily textured.

        Material: One Charcoal. One Graphite

        Method: Drawings should be approx. 8” high or wide. Find one subject in a photograph or magazine, the other from life. For the subject done from a photograph or magazine submit the reference or a photocopy with the finished drawing.

 (29) Due Date:

        Subject: Landscape in 13”x 15” format

        Material: Charcoal

        Method: Subject from life, a photo, a sketch or combination. Rough tonal modeling. Establish major value areas first. Think in terms of large relationships in the whole space rather than proceeding from small part to small part. Tiny details should be considered less important or not necessary. This work should be bold and gutsy, not refined. Draw the 13”x 15” rectangle first.

(30) Due Date:

        Subject: Approximately life-size still life in a 10”x 14” rectangle containing the following items: bottle, knife, fruit, cup and drape. (Objects may float.) 

        Material: Graphite/ Aquabee

        Method: Tonal assembled composition. Consider the whole space when planning the composition. Incorporate negative shapes in a meaningful way. Control light more or less from one side remembering that shadows can help resolve the composition. Drapery is organic, can be any size and can do what you want it to do to help resolve the composition. Thumbnail sketches are not necessary. Draw the 10”x 14” rectangle first.

Final Portfolio: 

1. At the end of the semester, all drawings should be presented in a portfolio: zippered, paper or cardboard of your own design.  Do not present loose drawings.

2. Portfolios should be clearly labeled with your name on the front upper right corner.

3. Portfolios should contain work from Drawing I only.

4. In-class projects should be presented in numbered sequence.

5. Outside-class projects should be presented in numbered sequence in a folded sheet of newsprint labeled “Outside-class drawings” at the end of the portfolio.

6. Charcoal drawings should be spray fixed.

7. Matting/mounting examples should be placed at the end of the portfolio.

8. Portfolios should not contain: drawing and matting supplies, course syllabus, acetate, food, dead roaches,  cigarette butts etc. In other words, only pertinent artwork should be included.

9. Final portfolios not picked up after grading will be discarded.
