Description:
Metals III:  A course designed around a set of specific problems for advanced jewelry and metal forming concepts.  Emphasis will be place on technical development and personal imagery. 

Metals IV:  A course in which the student will work on special interests on an individual basis with the faculty member.  Emphasis will be placed on developing imagery and appropriate techniques in a particular area of metalsmithing.

Prerequisites:  Art 2350, 2360 for Art 2370.  Art 2350, 2360, 2370 for Art 2375.

Goal: The general aim of this course is refine design and technical abilities of the student to prepare him or her to work independently.

Outcomes:  Students will:

· Develop and use art vocabulary and terminology specific to non-ferrous metals.

· Demonstrate technical competence in faceted stone setting.

· Focus on design concepts and engage in research in areas of technical expertise related to personal imagery.

· Maintain a sketchbook / journal.

· Practice safe studio procedures in use of studio equipment and materials.

Methodology:
Each project will begin with a demonstration and visual presentation, followed by studio work and critique of finished work.  In the process of exploring fundamentals, each student is expected to acquire and use a vocabulary particular to the discussion of visual things.  During discussion and critique sessions that follow the conclusion of each project, each individual should be able to articulate his/her work to the group and inquire into the work of others.  This public scrutiny is a central reality for visual workers and something looked forward to as confidence in one's work grows.

Grades and Evaluation Criteria:

Students will be evaluated according to their demonstrated understanding of the techniques, tools, elements and principles covered, and their ability to apply this understanding to the creation of physical form. Hard work and intuitive, as well as analytic problem solving is important. Safety, craftsmanship, willingness to experiment, use of in-class time, ability to follow directions and meeting deadlines are important for the successful completion of the course. Students will receive a written grading form evaluating their work after critique.

Stone setting, soldering, polishing and all manner of techniques we focus on, are time-consuming processes. Therefore, both completed jewelry and jewelry in process will be discussed at the midterm critique. All work must be COMPLETED for the final critique in order to be counted for the final grade, and you must complete all projects to earn a passing grade for the course.

A 100-92% Represents excellence in all areas of work including assignments, participation, 


attendance attitude and effort, meeting deadlines, as well as initiative and ambition to do 


more in terms of quality than the requirements specify. 

B  91-84%  In addition to completing all assignments and other course requirements, represents 

 
greater ingenuity and originality in solving problems and quality of craftsmanship.  B is 
above average. 

C 83-76% Represents work produced at an average level of acceptance and meeting minimum course requirements, which is considered the norm. This means completing all assignments and other course requirements.

D 75-68% If a course requirement is not met or work is produced below an average level of acceptance, D is the resulting grade.

F  67- 0%  When course requirements are not met, or work is produced  inadequately, or both, this is the resulting grade.

Attendance:
