Course description: A continuation of MUSC 1030.  Covers harmonic progression and harmonic rhythm, four-part writing (involving dominant seventh and other seventh chords, modulation, secondary dominants and leading-tone chords), binary and ternary form.  Required for all music majors. 

Statement of prerequisites: MUSC 1030

Specific objectives: Students will learn four-part writing dealing with diatonic triads and seventh chords, modulation, and secondary dominants and leading-tone chords.  They will also learn two basic musical forms: binary and ternary form.

Methodology: Classes will consist of lectures, discussions, boardwork, and performance of student work.  Homework assignments are essential in developing an understanding of this material, so do them thoroughly and on time.  Exams will include a midterm, final, and various quizzes to be announced.

Evaluation criteria: Grades are based on a total accumulation of percentage points from homework, quizzes, and exams.  Grade scale is as follows:
