	Course Description: Beginning Class Guitar is open to all Casper College students. No previous musical experience is necessary for enrollment.  The course involves the study of the guitar utilizing traditional techniques and approaches, and is designed to allow the student to make use of the guitar for lifelong learning and enjoyment.

	

	Statement of Prerequisites: None

	

	Goal: The goal is to offer the student a practical beginning knowledge of playing the guitar.

	

	Outcomes: Students will be able to play chord progressions, strumming patterns, and fingerpick styles that can apply to a variety of musical styles.  A fundamental musical reading component will be included.  Some practical music theory elements will be introduced.  At the completion of class, students should be able to advance into private study if so desired.

	

	Methodology: Two ninety-minute class sessions per week will include guitar studies and literature, performance practices, demonstration via faculty modeling, and professional recordings.  Materials will be presented to the class at a pace commensurate with the beginning guitar class level.  

Attendance is a significant grade factor.  See Evaluation Criteria.
To progress effectively and efficiently, students will be required to practice outside of class.  Performance testing may be used throughout the semester.  

Make-up work must be completed within one week of the missed assignment.  Missed tests may be administered immediately upon student return.
