	 Course Description:
 This applied music course requires a one-half hour (MUSC2275-02)or a one-hour private lesson per week (MUSC2275-06)depending upon the amount of credit for which the student has enrolled. The number of appropriate practice hours per week will be designated by the instructor. This applied music course will provide instruction in the principal instrument for music performance majors. An applied lesson fee will be assessed. 



	

	Statement of Prerequisites permission of instructor. Guitarists of any level may be accepted; however audition/interviews may be required in case of over demand for this courses. Lesson placement is at the sole discretion of the instructor. 

	

	Goal: This class is intended to develop and foster music performance skills for the individual student guitar major including principals of physiology, ear training, musical structure, improvisation, and interpretation of guitar literature through professional training methodologies. Students will develop musical performance skills and the confidence and ability to utilize resources and skills for life long learning as musicians.

	

	Outcomes: Evaluation will consist of  an entry interview/audition to establish the skill levels, needs, and artistic intention of each individual student. Each subsequent lesson will be graded by the instructor. Grading will be discussed at each lesson; a midterm grade will be assigned ; however, only the final grade represents the official grade for this course. 

Each student will be requested to journalize lessons and practice sessions. Lesson journals are valuable to the student for retention of instruct and to the instructor for self-evaluation. The journal will remain the property of the student.  Regular assessment of learning will be conducted at each lesson. An evaluation meeting will be held at the end of the semester with the student and instructor.

A  graded performance  jury examination by appropriate music faculty is required consisting  of materials prepared in the studio under the direction of the instructor.

	

	Methodology: private music instruction that will include:

Posture and positioning of instrument

Breathing, and release 

Ranges of joint motion and the application of weight principals of the arms

Right hand work and tone production

Left hand coordination and position playing

Reading music, ear training, and theory specifically applied to guitar performance.

Musical transcription and improvisation will be included in all instruction.

Because to the intensive integration of mental, physical, aural, and artistic concentration required for musical performance skills for the guitarist, daily practice is highly recommended. Performance practices and time management skills for developing musicians will be emphasized.

This class is provided for student success. Critical thinking and contribution from the student at any point is   both welcome and encouraged.

	

	Evaluation Criteria Attendance all instruction is critical to student success. Each lesson will be graded equally based upon the instructor’s evaluation of   the student’s application of lesson material and homework/practicing. 
Evaluation will consist of  an entry interview/audition to establish the skill levels, needs, and artistic intention of each individual student. Each subsequent lesson will be graded by letter grade by the instructor. Grading will be discussed at each lesson; a midterm grade will be assigned ; however, only the final grade represents the official grade for this course. 

Each student will be requested to journalize lessons and practice sessions. Lesson journals are valuable to the student for retention of instruct and to the instructor for self-evaluation; however this journal will remain the property of the student. A final evaluation will be held in a meeting with the student and instructor.

A  graded performance  jury examination by appropriate music faculty is required consisting  of materials prepared in the studio under the direction of the instructor.



	

	Required Text, Readings, and Materials: all texts and literature will be assigned according to the individual needs of each student. Students may be required to purchase recommended materials depending on each student’s individual requirements
