The length of the comment on the discussion threads is irrelevant.  Please remember that all contributions will be valued equally and that everyone has a right to their beliefs.  No put-downs will be accepted.  You may disagree respectfully.  Please do not draw conclusions about others based on their comments.  Writing on-line is easily misinterpreted compared to face-to-face discussion so please be careful what you say and how you phrase it.  Also, use your spelling and grammar checkers as your written material displays your level of professionalism
