Description:
Metals III:  A course designed around a set of specific problems for advanced jewelry and metal forming concepts.  Emphasis will be place on technical development and personal imagery. 

Metals IV:  A course in which the student will work on special interests on an individual basis with the faculty member.  Emphasis will be placed on developing imagery and appropriate techniques in a particular area of metalsmithing.

Prerequisites:  Art 2360 for Art 2370.  Art 2370 for Art 2375.

Goal: The general aim of this course is refine design and technical abilities of the student to prepare him or her to work independently.

Outcomes:  Students will:

· Develop and use art vocabulary and terminology specific to non-ferrous metals.

· Demonstrate technical competence in faceted stone setting.

· Apply concepts of design and good craftsmanship in their work.

· Engage in research in areas of technical expertise related to personal imagery.

· Maintain a sketchbook / journal.

· Practice safe studio procedures in use of studio equipment and materials.

Methodology:
Each project will begin with a demonstration and visual presentation, followed by studio work and critique of finished work. Critiques are conducted as open, informal forums where you discuss and comment upon other students’ work in a constructive, critical and intelligent manner. This public scrutiny is a central reality for visual workers building your presentation skills and developing a professional attitude about your work. Attendance during critique is crucial. Everyone is expected to have their work finished and ready for display at the beginning of class on critique days.

Grades and Evaluation Criteria:

Students will be evaluated according to their demonstrated understanding of the techniques, tools, elements and principles covered, and their ability to apply this understanding to the creation of physical form. Hard work and intuitive, as well as analytic problem solving is important. Safety, craftsmanship, willingness to experiment, use of in-class time, ability to follow directions and meeting deadlines are important for the successful completion of the course. Students will receive a written grading form evaluating their work after critique.

Stone setting, soldering, polishing and all manner of techniques we focus on, are time-consuming processes. Therefore, both completed jewelry and jewelry in process will be discussed at the midterm critique. All work must be COMPLETED for the final critique in order to be counted for the final grade, and you must complete all projects to earn a passing grade for the course.

Final grades are based on the TOTAL number of points earned for the semester. Points can be earned in three areas:

All projects and sketchbook are to be present at the final critique.
 

Attendance: 300 points

Attendance is required since lectures, slide presentations, demonstrations and critiques will not be repeated. In a studio course, your regular attendance and participation are part of the learning process. Consistent working habits play a strong roll in any studio activity, and become a factor in your grade. You must be physically present in class during the entire 3-hour scheduled class period (minus 2 10 minute breaks) to count towards attendance. 

Try to consider this as a job and you get paid in points. Daily attendance is worth 10 points. 

When absent, it is the student’s responsibility to find out what was missed in class. I suggest adopting a buddy for this purpose. 
· 20 points will be deducted for a missed critique or introduction to a new assignment or for absences the class before &/or directly following a vacation or break. 

· 5 points will be deducted if a student leaves early or arrives late

· After 3 absences, your final grade will drop by one letter grade.

· After 5 absences, you will have missed a significant amount of information, and will fail this course.

IN ORDER TO PASS THIS COURSE, YOU MUST ATTEND THE FINAL CRITIQUE & THE LAST CLASS DURING FINALS WEEK!    (The ENTIRE 2 hours)
Attendance is mandatory for the college scheduled final. (Do not make flight reservations during finals week – this is not an excuse - you will fail the course.)

Attitude / Effort / Initiative: 150 points

This part of your grade has to do with your willingness to participate in discussions and critiques, to be open to new ideas, and your willingness to experiment in your work. It also has to do with how well you use your time in class, meet deadlines, listen to instructions, apply what you learn in critiques and ask questions when you need further clarification. Care of the studio and clean-up are also a part of this grade, which is determined at the discretion of the instructor.
Textbook:  Metals Technic, Edited by Tim McCreight
Sketchbook: 100 points.

You are required to maintain a sketchbook for this class. The point is to have a single book to contain the notes made during demonstrations and lectures, as well as the sketches you are required to make before working on assignments. The sketchbook will be graded based on how well it is utilized as a resource for notes, reference, designing and planning projects. 

BRING THE SKETCHBOOK TO CLASS AT ALL TIMES!

Tools & Supplies: 

There are required tools. See the supply list. Metals can be purchased in the studio by paying a tab in advance of actual purchase. When paying your tab in the business office of the administration building, refer to the Art Supply Reimbursable Account 10-110-110103-9149 for Metals. You MUST bring the receipt to the instructor to obtain supplies you have paid for. Paying for supplies is the responsibility of the student.
Studio Fee: $5.00 Due: Wednesday, September 18, 2008

The studio fee covers acetylene, pins and ochre used in soldering, pickle, ammonia, soap and pumice used in cleaning, as well as oxidation and buffing compounds used in finishing. This fee can be collected in the metals studio or in the business office.

Other Possibilities: Throughout the semester we may discover unscheduled opportunities to attend visiting artists’ and scholars’ lectures, and other cultural events that may require a modest admission fee.  You should expect these possibilities.
Use of Studio Tools:
You may use ONLY the studio tools whose use has been demonstrated by the instructor or designated student.  Should you miss a demonstration, it is your responsibility to let the instructor know so arrangements can be made for proper instruction. Tools may not leave the studio.

TOOLS ARE NOT TO LEAVE THE STUDIO!

Safety:

All students are expected to abide by safe practices when working in the metals studio. This includes the use of eye protection when pickling, soldering, drilling, grinding, polishing and casting. In addition, all students using the metals studio must cover your toes. No flip-flops are allowed when using the studio! Work gloves, leather foot ware and a long sleeve shirt are a must for casting.
Studio space concerns: Due to cramped quarters, personal hygiene is a must for participation in this studio. If personal body odors are offensive enough to hinder the learning experience you may be asked to leave. Clean and neutral are good.

Electronic Devices: 

Absolutely no electronic devices such as cell phones, beepers i-pods, mp3 players, etc. are allowed in the studio. If a cell phone is found in use, you will be given a warning. If there is a 2nd offense,  it will be confiscated until the end of class. If there is a 3rd offense, it will be confiscated and 5 points deducted from your grade. Under no circumstances will texting during class be allowed. 

If caught text messaging during class, you will be asked to leave and be counted absent for the day.

Building Use Policy: In an effort to create a safe and productive working environment in the studio for you and others, use of the Visual Arts Building facilities is only for officially enrolled art students. If you use the building on the weekend, you are expected to sign in and out and abide by the posted rules. In addition, you must allow for clean up time.
