	Course Description: Introduction to effective utilization of computers and other instructional technologies to enhance instruction and student learning; sofware/hardware selection; integrated, professional, and instructional applications as applied to all areas and levels of P-12 education.

	  

	Statement of Prerequisites: 
· Basic keyboarding skills (at least 20 wpm)

· Basic knowledge of computer file management

· Basic knowledge and understanding of chosen K-12 content area and instructional lesson development

	

	Goal: This class will introduce students to a variety of technologies and attempt to simulate the conditions under which educators typically work with technology in their classrooms.  We will discuss issues, engage in activities, and complete assignment related to the use of technologies in the classroom. 

	  

	Outcomes: To successfully complete this course, students will

· demonstrate operation of the hardware of a computer system;
· demonstrate an ability to plan and design effective learning environments and experiences supported by technology;

· identify strategies for applying technology to maximize student learning;

· demonstrate application of technology to facilitate effective learning and assessment;

· demonstrate use of technology to enhance productivity and professional practice; 

· demonstrate use of the World Wide Web as a repository of the latest information and as an educational resource and learning tool for PK-12 education;

· identify criteria for selecting credible Web sites;

· demonstrate an understanding of the social, ethical, legal, and human issues surrounding the use of technology in K-12 schools (as outlined in the ISTE National Educational Technology Standards for Teachers (NETS*T);

· incorporate the concepts and skills outlined in the National Educational Technology Standards for Teachers(NETS*T); 

· create and utilize a repertoire of softcopy activities for the classroom, incorporating the technology foundation standards for all students as outlined in the ISTE National Educational Technology Standards for Students (NETS*S);

· create, edit and maintain a professional x-Folio (electronic portfolio);

· learn to analyze a nontrivial problem, choose an appropriate tool for its solution and then interpret and communicate this solution to students, parent, teachers, or administrators using technology;

· demonstrate knowledge and skills in creating, saving and editing word processing documents, spreadsheets, digital presentation files and other on-line learning tools;

· describe emerging technologies that will transform traditional classrooms.

	  

	Methodology:  

· Delivery of instruction will be completed through a variety of methods, including the following: lectures, PowerPoint presentations, discussions, demonstrations, Moodle, college email, and other uses of technology.

· This course requires the student to be an active participant in the classroom. Student participation in classroom discussion of assigned reading materials, listening for direction and information, and asking questions to clarify understanding are all a part of the interaction of the classroom. 

· There will be a series of computer projects assigned to improve productivity and incorporate technology into the student’s classroom-specific curriculum. 

· Performance assessments will demonstrate the student’s technical skill and educational application using Microsoft Office 2007 software using a PC-based platform.

excessive errors in a document, no credit will be given. Your written work is expected to 

Please utilize the Writing Center for assistance (see Evaluation Criteria 
section of syllabus).   Assignments may be collected either hard copy, soft copy, or both. 
· Exams/Assessments will be given on pre-announced date. If a student is going to be absent on the day exam/assessment is to be given, arrangements must be made with the instructor prior to the absence. Exams/Assessments may not be made up if the student has not made arrangements before the absence. 
· Withdraw/Audit: The last day to audit or drop the class is October 31, 2008.
